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Tournament Format
All divisions (pending registration numbers) will be a round robin (pool play) tournament with a 
single elimination championship round. Each team is guaranteed three games in the tournament.

Equipment
Teams must provide their own equipment, such as bats, gloves, batting helmets and catchers’ 
equipment. Batting helmets are required for all batters and base runners. 

Scheduling
Due to the number of teams and field availability, the game times will be strictly enforced. To 
avoid forfeit, teams should be prepared to play with team rosters and lineups in hand no less than 
15 minutes prior to game time. Please note that there is the possibility of playing twice in one 
day as well as double-headers.
